 When WE hate these seven things, when
WE focus on the weightier matters, then |
believe God will reveal how to correctly
pronounce His name and untangle all the

calendar issues. But until we hate what he
hates and we love what he loves we will
continue to tread water in an endless sea
of information. Our trust and faith may not

~always know where He is leading us but it
will always know who is leading us.
